HOW DO YOU SOLVE A PROBLEM LIKE MARIA?

Keep in mind that Mary always acts as a mediator for us while pointing us to her Son, as she did at 
Cana. She told the servants “Do whatever he tells you”. And the newly married couple got more wine.
